The Daily in the Bible 
 
The idea that daily represents the priestly work of Christ is a valid 

Biblical position. The word “daily” translates in the original Hebrew 
“continuance, constantly, regular” (See Strong’s #8548). This word is used 
consistently in conjunction with the earthly sanctuary, a type of the 
heavenly. Turning to the book of Hebrews we find that the apostle Paul 
makes the connection between the earthly and heavenly sanctuary. In 
chapter 7, beginning with verse 21 we read that Jesus is our High Priest in 
the heavenly sanctuary. Especially noting verse 24 we read that His high 
priestly ministry “continueth ever”. The word “ever” translates “perpetuity” 
and comes from a root word meaning “regularly”. This reinforces the Old 
Testament Biblical basis for the priestly ministry of Jesus Christ in the 
heavenly sanctuary being the “daily”, which also was “taken away” by the 
little horn power of Daniel.  
 
The Daily in History 

 
This is a Biblical basis for the interpretation of the daily as the mediation 

of Christ. We also have an historical basis when we consider how and when 
Christ’s mediation was taken away by the desolating power of Rome.

“The Scriptural ordinance of the Lord’s Supper had been supplanted by the 
idolatrous sacrifice of the mass. Papal priests pretended, by their senseless mummery, to 
convert the simple bread and wine into the actual ‘body and blood of Christ.’- Cardinal 
Wiseman, The Real Presence of the Body and Blood of Our Lord Jesus Christ in the 
Blessed Eucharist, Proved From Scripture, lecture 8, sec. 3, par. 26. With blasphemous 
presumption, they openly claimed the power of creating God, the Creator of all things. 
Christians were required, on pain of death, to avow their faith in this horrible, Heaven-
insulting heresy. Multitudes who refused were given to the flames” (Great Controversy, 
p. 59). 
 

“ Instead of trusting in the Son of God for forgiveness of sins and for eternal salvation, 
the people looked to the pope, and to the priests and prelates to whom he delegated 
authority. They were taught that the pope was their earthly mediator and that none could 
approach God except through him; and, further, that he stood in the place of God to them 
and was therefore to be implicitly obeyed… They were taught not only to look to the 
pope as their mediator, but to trust to works of their own to atone for sin.” (The Great 
Controversy, p. 55). 
 

 “As foretold by prophecy, the papal power cast down the truth to the ground. The 
law of God was trampled in the dust, while the traditions and customs of men were 
exalted” (The Great Controversy, p. 65). 
 

“Inasmuch as the taking away of the continual mediation of Christ is made the 
beginning of a prophetic period, there must be some definite act at some definite time 
which, in form and intent, takes from Christ His priestly work in the heavenly sanctuary.  
This act was the official decree of an ecclesiastical council held at Rome in 503 A.D., by 
which it was declared ‘that the Pope was judge as God’s vicar, and could himself be 
judged by no one.’ See Hardouin’s ‘Councils,’ Vol. 11, page 983; Labbe and Cossart’s 
‘Councils,’ Vol. 1V, col. 1364; and Bower’s ‘History of the Popes: (three-volume 
edition), Vol. 1, pages 304, 305. The work of Clovis king of the Franks, who earned for 
himself the title of ‘the eldest son of the church’ by his campaigns to subdue the 
kingdoms hostile to the Papacy, contributed much toward putting into practical effect this 
claim of the Papacy, which finally resulted in establishing the Pope as the head of the 
Roman priesthood which has usurped the priestly work of Christ, and has established 
another system of mediation in its place. This work of Clovis came to its climax in the 
period 503-508, and this period therefore becomes the natural one from which to date the 
1290 years of Dan. 12:11, which would accordingly end in the period 1793-98, at the 
same time as the 1260 years of Dan. 7:25.” (Bible Readings for the Home Circle, p. 229, 
1914). 
 
Here is a more recent statement concerning mediation and forgiveness by the pope. 
 
“Rebutting a belief widely shared by Protestants and a growing number of Roman Catholics, Pope John 
Paul II on Thursday dismissed the ‘widespread idea that one can obtain forgiveness directly from God’ and 
exhorted Catholics to confess more often to their priests.”   Los Angeles Times, December 12, 1984 
 
The Daily and Current Church Teaching 
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* The Eucharist, Mass and Transubstantiation 
 
The following statements can be found in: 
Catechism of the Catholic Church, Liguori Publication, 1994 (all emphasis in original). 
 
“Then, sometimes in the procession, the bread and wine are brought to the altar; they will be offered by the 
priest in the name of Christ in the Eucharastic sacrifice in which they will become his body and blood.” 
(Ibid, p. 341). 
 
“In the epiclesis, the Church asks the Father to send his Holy Spirit (or the power of his blessing) on the 
bread and wine, so that by his power they may become the body and blood of Jesus Christ…” (Ibid, p. 
341). 
 
“Because is it a memorial of Christ’s Passover, the Eucharist is also a sacrifice.” (Ibid, p. 343). 
 
“In the Eucharist Christ gives us the very body which he gave up for us on the cross, the very blood which 
he ‘poured out for many for the forgiveness of sins.’” ( Ibid, p. 344). 
 
“In the most blessed sacrament of the Eucharist ‘the body and blood, together with the soul and divinity, of 
our Lord Jesus Christ and, therefore, the whole Christ is truly, really, and substantially contained.’” (Ibid, 
p. 346). 
 
“It is by the conversion of the bread and wine into Christ’s body and blood that Christ becomes present in 
this sacrament.” (Ibid, p. 346). 
 
“The Council of Trent summarizes the Catholic faith by declaring: ‘Because Christ our Redeemer said that 
it was truly his body that he was offering under the species of bread, it has always been the conviction of 
the Church of God, and this holy Council now declares again, that by the consecration of the bread and 
wine there takes place a change of the whole substance of the bread into the substance of the body of Christ 
our Lord and of the whole substance of the wine into the substance of his blood. This change the holy 
Catholic Church has fittingly and properly called transubstantiation.” (Ibid, p. 347).  
 
“Worship of the Eucharist. In the liturgy of the Mass we express our faith in the real presence of Christ 
under the species of bread and wine by, among other ways, genuflecting or bowing deeply as a sign of 
adoration of the Lord. ‘The Catholic Church has always offered and still offers to the sacrament of the 
Eucharist of the cult of adoration, not only during Mass, but also outside of it, reserving the consecrated 
hosts with the utmost care, exposing them to the solemn veneration of the faithful, and carrying them in 
procession.’” (Ibid, p. 347).  

 
In summary whenever we study a difficult word we can ask: 
 
1) How is the word (daily in this case) understood in the Hebrew? 
2) How is it rendered throughout the Bible? 
3) How does our interpretation fulfill prophecy? 
4) How does it harmonize with other prophecies? 
5) How does it harmonize with history? 
6) How does it harmonize with the Spirit of Prophecy? 
7) And most important of all, how does it point us to Jesus
