Principles and Keys of Biblical and Prophetic Interpretation

1) Conversion

“Jesus answered and said unto him, verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a
man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God” John 3:3

See = “to know, understand, perceive” (Strong’s #1492; Lexicon).

2) Prayer

“Then Daniel went to his house, and made the thing known to Hananiah,
Mishael, Azariah, his companions. That they would desire mercies of the
God of heaven concerning this secret; that Daniel and his fellows should not
perish with the rest of the wise men of Babylon.” Daniel 2:17, 18

3)Health

“Beloved I wish above all things that thou mayest prosper and be in health,
even as thy soul prospereth.” 3 John 3:2

4) Christ

“The Jews require a sign, and the Greeks seek after wisdom: But we preach
Christ crucified, unto the Jews a stumbling block, and unto the Greeks
foolishness; But unto them which are called, both Jews and Greeks, Christ
the power of God and the wisdom of God.” 1 Cor. 1:22-24

5) Open to Truth

“For every one that doeth evil hateth the light, neither cometh to the light,
lest his deeds should be reproved.” John 3:20

6) Walk in the truth

“If any man will do His will he shall know of the doctrine, whether it be of
God, or whether I speak of Myself.” John 7:17

7) Humility

14) No Contradictions
